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CALL FOR ENTRIES
EDERA FILM FESTIVAL 2025
INTRODUCTION
1 The seventh edition of the Edera Film Festival, promoted by cultural association Orizzonti in collaboration with cinema Edera, will take place in Treviso (Italy) from July 30th to August 2nd 2025.

2 The Edera Film Festival’s aim is to welcome the audiovisual projects of young and talented filmmakers who wish to reflect about the reality and its transformations, with a specific focus on the ability to deal with the contradictions of the contemporary world and experiment a new and original language.
REQUIREMENTS

3 Participation is reserved to under 35 directors. The year of birth of the director or directors of the submitted films should be not prior to 1990. Only for feature films, first-time filmmakers are allowed to submit their films, regardless of the year of birth.
4 The subject of the film is free.
5 The festival consists of four competitive sections: Short films, Documentary films, Feature films, Focus North-East. The running time of Short films must not exceed 30 minutes and every genre is allowed (fiction, animation, experimental). The Documentary section is reserved to non narrative works, without any limit as for the running time. The Feature film category is open to every film whose running time is at least 60 minutes. The Focus North-East is reserved to short films directed by filmmakers from the regions Veneto, Trentino-Alto Adige and Friuli Venezia Giulia.
6 Only films produced after January 1st 2023 can be submitted.

8 Submissions are only accepted through the FilmFreeway platform, whose link is available on the website’s homepage.
9 Deadline: April 1st 2025.

10 It is possible to submit more than one film.
11 Submitted films, including the ones with Italian dialogues, must be subtitled in English. Films without English subtitles, with the exception of films which are already spoken in English, will not be taken into consideration. In case of selection, the directors of international films will be asked to send a copy with Italian subtitles.
AWARDS
12 Juries, formed by professionals of the entertaining and show business, will assign an award for each competitive category: Short films, Documentary films, Feature films, Focus North-East.
13 In addition to the prizes of the technical juries, an Audience Award will be allocated to the best film of each category.
14 Three Special Prizes, each of them worth 500 euros, will also be assigned: The Astoria Prize to the best film on the issues of inclusion, tolerance and multiculturalism; the Fondazione Benetton Studi Ricerche Prize “Paesaggi che cambiano”, to a film which deals with the issue of the landscape in its perpetual evolution; the Rotary Club Treviso Terraglio Prize, to the young director of a short film dealing with social issues in a relevant and original way.
15 The jury and the organization committee reserve the right of assigning more additional prizes.
16 The decisions of the juries are undisputable.
CLAUSES
17 The festival’s direction will select, at its sole discretion, the works to be admitted to the final stage. The list of selected films will be available in due time on the festival’s website and through the social networks.
18 At the discretion of the organizers, some films could be presented out of competition, in addition to the competitive sections.
19 Submitted films – including non selected ones – will be registered in the festival’s archive and could be used, with the permissions of the authors, for cultural and educational purposes after the end of the festival, to promote the event in Italy and abroad.
20 Any legal obligation about the content of the film or about the copyright will be borne by the filmmaker/producer of the film. Participation to the festival implies the acceptance of the regulations. The festival’s direction reserves the right of deciding on what is not explicitly specified.
